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Increasing Payroll

From Q2 2016 to Q2 2017, the
payroll for all places of employment
in Natick was $1,550,727,120.2 Since
our last report the payroll has
increased over $36 million and
continues a positive year to year
trend.
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Beyond the year to year averages, in
February 2018, the unemployment
rate in Natick was 2.9%. This is lower
than the 495/MetroWest regional
unemployment rate, which was at
3.4%, but much lower in comparison
to the state and national
unemployment rates, which were at
4.0% and 4.1%.2

Growing Population

The population of Natick has been
steadily increasing. In 2000, the
population of Natick was 32,170.> This
increased to 33,076 in 2010 and by
2016 the population is estimated to
be 36,137.°
